d. Catch 22 –
Troop policy requires each parent to volunteer to work at least 3 activities plus the pancake breakfast. 
The Boy Scouts and Holy Name each require any adult working with kids/boys to take a Youth Protection class and submit to a background check. If you drive scouts anywhere you must also have a drivers check done as well. 
Therefore for a scout to be in good standing they must pay their dues $40.00 per year and their parents need to complete all the required items above. 

Alturnative proposal - If a parent chooses not to complete the forms or the required “Youth Protection” course work the family may choose to pay a $300.00 escape fee. Understand you will not be allowed to participate in any non family activities which may diminish the value of program with your child. Escape fee decisions are made by the Scout Master, Committee Chair and Treasurer. All discussions will be confidential and made on a case by case basis.
As with all financial matters with our troop we have scholarship available. No boy should be denied the opportunity to participate in scouting. Scholarship decisions are made by the Scout Master, Committee Chair and Treasurer. All discussions will be confidential and made on a case by case basis.
